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Countable and uncountable nouns

Nouns that we can count are called countable nouns. We can add an -s to make the noun plural.
When the subject of a sentence is plural, the verb must also be plural.
There are ten candles on the cake.

We can put a/an or a number before a countable noun: an apple, six bottles.
Examples: sandwich, biscuit, cake, grape, crisp

Nouns that we cannot count and that do not have plurals are called uncountable nouns. We do not use
a/an with uncountable nouns. When the subject of a sentence is an uncountable noun, the verb must
be singular.

The birthday party food was delicious.

Examples: bread, cheese, milk, tea, water

We can use other words with uncountable nouns so that we know how much we have: a slice of (bread),
a piece of (cheese), a glass of (milk), a kilo of (butter), a plate of (spaghetti).

We can use the word some in front of countable and uncountable nouns in affirmative sentences.
There are some eggs in the box.

We can use the word any in front of countable and uncountable nouns in negative sentences
and questions.

There aren’t any dogs in the park.

Is there any milk left?
